City of Patterson SCADA Well Tower Extension
Southeast corner of 5th and H Streets and 
Sycamore Avenue, approximately 1,000 feet north of Orange Avenue

The City of Patterson proposes to replace the existing SCADA towers located at the City Well Sites on the southeast corner of 5th Street and H Street (APN 131-014-031) and on Sycamore Avenue, approximately 1,000 feet north of Orange Avenue (APN 048-003-052), with towers up to 45 feet tall.  Both properties are located within the Public/Quasi-Public Zoning Designation.  The SCADA system interacts with and controls motors, valves, and pumps to ensure the City’s water system works properly.  The current masts at the wells are 30 feet and 20 feet respectively.  The increase in height is necessary to ensure proper communication between the wells and the SCADA system.  The project has been reviewed and found to be consistent with the following criteria:

1.    The proposed project is consistent with the general plan.

2.    The proposed use is in accord with the objective of the zoning code and the purposes of the district in which the site is located.

3.    The proposed project is in compliance with each of the applicable provisions of the zoning code and community design guidelines.

4.    The proposed use, together with the conditions applicable thereto, will not be detrimental to the public health, safety, or welfare, or materially injurious to properties or improvements in the vicinity.

This project will be decided upon by the City unless a written request for appeal is received on or before February 22, 2016 by 6:00 PM.
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
