As part of the 



review, the applicants are proposing an architectural and site plan 



review for a fueling station and a hotel, as well as a conditional 



use permit to allow the proposed hotel.

Day Care Provisions Ordinance – Amendment to Chapter 18.63

A public hearing to consider an amendment to Chapter 18.63, Section 18.63.030 of the Patterson Municipal Code – Day Care Standards. The proposed ordinance would update the standards that apply for a large home based day care facility. Eliminating the backyard play area requirement and proximity requirement to other in-home child care facility.
