Conditions of Approval
1. That the approval shall comply with all applicable state and municipal codes and meet the requirements of the City Engineer.

2. That any deed of trust encumbering the parcels of land shall be reflected in the recordation of this lot line adjustment.

3. That easements of record shall remain in effect and shall be recorded on the new deeds.

4. That the applicant shall have a new deed prepared and shall have it recorded.  That photocopies of the new deed shall be submitted to the city clerk within six months of the Planning Commission’s approval and that failure to record the deed and submit copies thereof shall void Planning Commission approval of the application.

5. That the Certificate of Compliance prepared by the City Engineer shall be recorded by the applicant or his engineer.  The cost shall be that amount invoiced by the City Engineer.

6. That no non-conforming condition of zoning be created by this approval, except as was in existence prior to such approval.  

7. That the applicant shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the City of Patterson, its agents, officers, and employees from any and all claims, actions, or proceedings against the City of Patterson, its agents, officers, and employees to attack, set aside, void, or annul, any approval by the City of Patterson and its advisory agency, appeal board, or legislative body concerning the project, which action is brought within the time period provided for by the Government Code of the State of California.  The City of Patterson shall promptly notify the applicant of any claim, action, or proceeding and shall cooperate fully in the defense.  If the City fails to do so, the applicant shall not thereafter, be responsible to defend, indemnify, or hold City harmless.

2. Public Hearing:
Conditional Use Permit #17-01 – Mariscos Sinaloa Catering 
Truck, 100 S. Second Street, APN # 131-003-013
A public hearing to consider a Conditional Use Permit for the establishment of a mobile food vendor at 100 S. Second Street, located in the Heavy Industrial Zone. Hours of operation would be from 10:00 a.m. – 9:00 p.m. Monday – Sunday. The applicant is proposing the establishment include a carport with 4 picnic tables for non-takeout customers. The project is exempt from review under the California Environmental Quality Act.

Motion to approve Conditional Use Permit #17-01 with two findings and eleven conditions of approval:

Conditions of Approval
1.
That the mobile food preparation unit shall be equipped with a fully charged fire extinguisher in good condition.

2. 
That no cooking or food preparation shall be done while the mobile food preparation unit is in motion.

3. 
That waste water shall not be permitted to flow into the street.

4.
That all trash and debris accumulating in the general vicinity of the vendor, by reason of the vendor, shall be collected by the vendor and deposited in a trash container.

5.
That trash receptacles shall be provided on the site for the use of customers.  Trash removal shall either be arranged with the City or the vendor shall obtain written permission from the property owner to utilize trash receptacles provided for other businesses on the same site.  

6.
That wastewater generated on-site shall not be released on-site or into the storm drainage system.  

7.
That this use permit is not transferable and shall expire and shall be to no effect if the licensee forfeits, is required to surrender or for any reason abandons the business license. 

8.
That the mobile food preparation unit shall clearly exhibit the name and business address of the person, firm, association, organization, company or corporation of the owner of the unit in accordance with Section 114299 of the California Retail Food Code. 

9.
That the hours of operation will be limited to the following: Sunday through Thursday eight a.m. to midnight; Friday and Saturday eight a.m. to one a.m.

10.
That the project shall comply with all applicable State and Municipal Codes, and meet the requirements of the Public Works Director, City Engineer, Building Official, Community Development Director, and Fire Chief.  Plans submitted for construction shall be overprinted or have attached all conditions of approval.

11.
That the applicant shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the City of Patterson, its agents, officers, and employees from any and all claims, actions, or proceedings against the City of Patterson, its agents, officers and employees to attack, set aside, void, or annul, any approval by the City of Patterson and its advisory agency, appeal board, or legislative body concerning the project, which action is brought within the time period provided for by the Government Code of the State of California.  The City of Patterson shall promptly notify the applicant of any claim, action or proceeding and shall cooperate fully in the defense.  If the City fails to do so, the applicant shall not thereafter be responsible to defend, indemnify or hold the City harmless.

City Planner Andrews stated that there will be a workshop at the Hammon Senior Center on April 20th regarding Caltrans signal lights and roundabouts. City Planner Andrews stated that at the last City Council meeting they approved the appeal of the roll up door without a mural.

Commissioner Bendix asked for restaurants. 
Vice Chairperson Applegate asked about the status of water treatment because the hardness of the water is higher. He also stated that dripping water is causing black mold and that low chlorine usually causes that. Vice Chairperson Applegate stated that we’re not getting the treatment we usually get and asked when we would be in compliance. City Planner Andrews stated that there is no well head treatment. He spoke about chromium 6 and an estimate of cost per well to fix the issue.
